1.     3 megapixels (2048 x 1536 max. resolution)

2.     3x optical zoom, telescoping  (35-105mm traditional range)

3.     1.8 inch LCD

4.     Built-in flash

5.     High-quality glass lens

6.     Sturdy polycarbonate body, with aluminum exterior

7.     Weighs just 11 oz.

8.     Fully automatic, but programmable/manual too

9.     Not SLR – point & shoot

10. Impressive range of advanced features

11.     Can make short “movies” 15 frames/sec (30 or 120 seconds)

12. Can record up to 60 seconds of sound

13. Aperture: f/2.8 to f/8.0

14. Shutter:  1/1,500 to 15 seconds

15. Price: around $400

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Things to note

· No AC power adapter – you must remove battery to recharge

· Battery should last x hours

· Battery takes 3-4 hours to recharge

· Small memory card – just 16 MB (about 10 pictures)

· Camera serial number:  4823603543

· Asset tag number:  35953

· Purchase date: January, 2003

Warnings

· Always turn camera off before connecting it to computer

· Always turn camera off before removing battery

· Always turn camera off before removing memory card

· Don’t continuously recharge the battery

· Please check out the camera before using it
